Dawgs’ first-team ‘D’ dominates, offense doesn’t

Navarro College’s first-team defense looked awfully good in its scrimmage with 

Kilgore College Saturday evening, but its second group ran into a bit of trouble. 

Kilgore scored twice through the air against Navarro’s second-team defense and 

led 12-3 in its scrimmage with the Bulldogs at Tiger Stadium. 

Navarro, which opens the season at home against Coffeyville, Kan., next Saturday, 

appeared to be dominating early, keeping the Rangers backed up in their end the 

of the field virtually the entire first period of the live scrimmage. 

Navarro’s first unit held Kilgore to minus-6 yards total offense in its first three 

possessions. 

The Bulldogs jumped on top after linebacker Justin Clark picked off a pass and 

returned it 27 yards to the Kilgore 3. Navarro managed only one yard on the next 

three plays and settled for Juve Sanchez’s 20-yard field goal at the 12:00 mark of 

the initial period. 

Navarro’s defense was stout on those first three possessions, benefitting from a 

stiff pass rush that included sacks by Reggie Dunnigan and Lawrence Rumph. 

Navarro’s offense struggled. The first team managed one first down despite 

spending the entire first quarter in Kilgore territory. 

Freshman punter Jesus Vargas pinned Kilgore at its 6 with a 41-yard punt early in 

the second quarter. The Rangers promptly went on a 94-yard scoring drive against 

Navarro’s second group, shredding the secondary for six completions. The drive 

was capped by a 16-yard scoring strike to a wide open receiver. 

Following a fumble on the first play of Navarro’s ensuing possession, Kilgore went 

right back to the air for a 40-yard touchdown on a post route between the safety 

and cornerback. 

Navarro’s offense gained only 68 yards on its five possessions and its quarterbacks 

completed 4 of 10 passes with one interception.
